The initiatory Orders of the Children of Father Soubise,
the Children of Maitre Jacques, and the Children of
Solomon, who created much of the architectural legacy
that still adorns the European landscape today.

Robert Graves, who was not only a great poet and
writer but also a mythologist of international repute,
claimed that Freemasonry first began as a Sufi society that
reached England in the guise of a craft guild during the
reign of King Athelstan (ruled 924-939) and was then
introduced into Scotland. He described the Sufic origins
of the Craftmans' guilds and the part played by Templar
teaching and tradition in the transformation of these guilds
into Freemasonry.

Graves traced Sufi origins back to the
second millennium BCE and recounted that their
hidden wisdom was passed down the generations
by a process of initiation from master to pupil.
He asserts that the role of the Sufi masters in the
building of Solomon's Temple is a key point that
iIs commemorated in Freemasonry ritual The
mystical founder and teacher of the Sufis, e/
khidir was know as "the verdant one," the colour
green  symbolizing illumination. Sufi teaching
reached a peak in Europe in the mystery schools
of Moorish Spain with the works of Ibn Arabi
and then slowly began to permeate into Christian
Europe along with a Christianized version of the
Kabbala — a process that gathered momentum
through the Sufi links with the Knights Templar.
Like the Sufis before them, the Knights
Templars were initiates on a path to spiritual
enlightenment who used their insights for the
benefit of the society in which they moved.
Thus by the end of the twelfth century a wide
variety of Gnostic and heretical streams had
coalesced in secret and exerted a subtle, yet
profound, formative influence over -cultural
developments in Western Europe. Sufi input,
Jewish Kabbalistic thoughts and their Christian
derivatives were added to Herbraic Gnosticism, a
combination which built upon the Rex Deus
foundations that had long been established as an
underground stream in Christian thinking.
